August-October film schedule

August 20 

Ghostbusters (PG, 1984) 
Unemployed parapsychologists set themselves up as "Ghostbusters" to rid New York of evil monstrous apparitions that are taking over the city.

August 27  

Ghostbusters II (PG, 1989)


The original cast returns from the wildly successful hit released five years prior to thrill you, chill you and make you laugh out loud!

September 3 

Coraline (Shown in 3D!) (PG, 2009)


Based on the novel by Neil Gaiman, Coraline is a curious young girl who unlocks a mysterious door in her family's new home and enters into an adventure in a parallel reality. On the surface, this "Other World" eerily mimics her own life - though it is much more fantastic and dangerous.

September 10 

Stardust (PG-13, 2007)


This is based another Neil Gaiman story in which his displays his unique gift for taking every fairytale cliché imaginable and turning those clichés into something dazzlingly original, unpredictable, and fun.

September 17 

Howl’s Moving Castle (PG 2005)


Directed by animation wizard Hayao Miyazaki, a young girl named Sophie is cursed by a witch and given an old woman's body. Shamed of how she looks, she flees to the woods and happens upon the magician Howl's strange moving castle.

September 24 

Wall-E (G, 2008)


What if mankind had to leave Earth and somebody forgot to turn the last robot off? The year is 2700 and WALL-E is a robot still spending every day doing what he was made for. Soon he is visited by a sleek robot named EVE whom he chases across the galaxy with a pet cockroach and a heroic team of malfunctioning misfit robots.

October 1

Last Man on Earth (unrated, B&W, 1964)


Vincent Price is the last uninfected survivor of a plague that has killed most of the human race and turned the rest into nocturnal zombies who thirst for his blood. This is the earliest film adaptation of Richard Matheson’s 1954 novel I am Legend and is the most faithful to the book.
October 8

Dracula (unrated, B&W, 1931)

This is the Universal Studios classic with Bela Lugosi that made people believe for decades afterword that the undead all had Hungarian accents. Clichés aside, it is a darkly beautiful masterpiece. 

October 15 

Frankenstein (unrated, B&W, 1931)


Another Universal Studios classic, this one staring Boris Karloff. Director James Whale’s version of this story is known for its sympathetic, if horrifying, treatment of Victor Frankenstein’s creature. 

October 22 

Bride of Frankenstein (unrated, B&W, 1935)

James Whale further humanizes the hapless creature that never asked to be created.

October 29 

Night of the Living Dead (unrated/TV-MA, B&W, 1968)


On its release in 1968, this low budget film was strongly criticized for its gore and violence, but in 1999, the Library of Congress placed it on the National Film Registry as a film deemed "historically, culturally or aesthetically important." One of the most influential horror films of all time, it still has the power to shock and horrify after forty-one years.
